- This course introduces the recent theories of English phonetics/phonology and cognitive
psychology. Phonetics/phonology addresses sounds and sound patterns of a particular language while
cognitive psychology is one of the areas of experimental psychology, emphasizing subjective aspects
of behavior, exploring related mental processes such as knowledge acquisition and psychological de-

velopment, and studying cognitive behaviors in terms of information processing.

— This course is two fold. Students will first learn basic but important notions such as frequency,

collocation, colligation, and semantic prosody, and applications to English language teaching/learning,
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making use of actual corpus data from the family of BYU-corpora, and some basic statistic methods
needed to deal with linguistic data. In this respect, the course will provide an accessible and prac-—
tical introduction to the uses of corpus linguistics to analyze grammar, demonstrating the wider ap-—
plication of authentic corpus data. Students will then explore how corpus—-based research is carried
out with particular focus on interesting English linguistic phenomena such as causative into/out of
—-ing constructions, extraposition, clefts, light verb constructions, inversion constructions, and con-—
ceptual metaphors. In doing so, each student will be assigned to a research paper to make a short
summary presentation about it and students will also be required to form small groups and carry out
research on certain English linguistic phenomena and make group presentations about their topics.
Thus, this course will help students develop skills they need to perform their own corpus—based re-

search as well.
